Examples of Content Questions?

[bookmark: _GoBack]--What else can you tell me about this detail?  I’m not quite seeing it.

--As I hear you read, this isn’t making sense to me.  Could you explain it again?

--I think the reader might want some more information here.  What else could you add?

--Why did you choose to introduce the topic this way?

--The ending seems kind of rushed.  What might be another way to conclude?

--Why did you choose to write so much about this detail?

Examples of Organization Questions?

--So you started with this detail.  Is that because you thought it was the most important?

--I’m getting a little lost here.  Tell me the order of how this happened again?

Examples of Grammar Questions?

--Does this sentence need a comma?  Listen to me read it, and see if you can hear a pause.

--Is this sentence a run-on?  Where could we split it up?

--There’s one error in this sentence.  Can you see it?

--This line is a little confusing.  Is there a better way to word it?

--Is this quoted properly?  I think you may have missed something.

--Should this be capitalized?  What do you think; I’m not sure.
